GLOBAL IDEOLOGIES AND WORLD ORDER

________________________________________________________________________________

PURPOSE: This course is about global ideologies and conceptions of world order, and how these views of the world have come into confrontation with each other in recent years. For example, the Western European idea that the world is composed of individual, democratic and secular nation-states clashed with the idea of global socialism promoted by communist countries, resulting in the Cold War, which lasted from 1948 to 1990. A new cold war between secular nationalism and religious nationalism erupted in the 1990s. In the 21st century, globalization has emerged as a way of looking at the world as a single integrated economic system that has significant political, military, and culture implications—and has encountered considerable resistance. Many acts of terrorism, anarchy, and protest are aimed at the “new world order” of global society. The aim of this course is to gain insight into the ideological trends and tensions that have affected public life at this moment in world history, and to imagine alternative global futures in which these trends may be altered and reconceived. 

STRUCTURE:  Think of this course as a seminar: a small group sitting around a table, drinking coffee, and intensely discussing where the world has been and where it is going. The lectures are meant to stimulate the discussions; the conversations will take place in the sections. This means that you will have to do a lot: read, think, and bring this reading and thinking to bear on class assignments and discussions. And we may revise the schedule as we go along, so don’t even think of skipping class—either the lectures or the sections—or you’ll be hopelessly lost.

REQUIREMENTS: Class attendance for both lectures and sections is mandatory, and things we discuss in class will be included in the tests. Reading assignments are also mandatory and will be tested, and are essential for doing the written assignments.


     Reading notes: For the first five weeks, students will prepare a 1p set of notes based on the readings. The notes should be one or two sentences about each reading, mentioning one of the main ideas in the reading and how it relates to the themes in the course. The notes for each week’s readings will be due in section meetings the week after they are listed in the syllabus. In the last half of the class, the notes will be on alternative global futures, rather than the readings. 

Readings: Readings are from the book, Global Rebellion: Religious Challenges to the Secular State, and The Global 120 Reader, which is available at Alternative Copy in lovely downtown Isla Vista. Additional readings may be posted on the class website at www.juergensmeyer.com. Click on Global 120. Do not try to sign up or log into the website—the site is accessible without signing in.

Sections: All students must participate in sections led by graduate Teaching Assistants. Participation in sections will count towards the final grade in the course.          


     Exams: There will be one exam, the mid-term—a scantron multiple-choice exam that covers both readings and classroom presentations—including lectures, guests and videos.
